APPENDIX-IV                 Case Study

Case Study-1

Misty (fake name) a fourteen years old girl, who lost her parents in a car accident.

Then she was sent to her grandmother’s house in Comilla. She has a brother and a

sister and she is elder than these two. One of the neighboring boy made a relation

of false love with her and ultimately she became pregnant. Thereafter, her

grandmother noticed the fact and on interrogation she disclosed the name of the

young boy responsible. Local elites called the boy and he admitted the crime. On

that shalish, marriage is decided. The boy asked time and wait for his father’s

return from abroad. In the mean time, the boy’s mother manipulated the girl and

forced her into an illegal abortion and succeeded. Ultimately FIR was lodged. A lot

of time was lost. The girl was not taken to the doctor in time. Thus, the Medical

Report did not support the allegation of illegal abortion however showed positive

sign for sexual intercourse. At the time of trial, when 8(eight) witnesses were

examined except the Medical Officer and Investigation Officer, the prosecution

side submitted an application to recall the witnesses as the parties of the case

already compromised themselves. The prosecution side informed the presiding

judge that the accused boy wants to pay five lacs taka to the victim girl and with

this money it is possible to marry elsewhere on the part of the girl. The presiding

judge asked the matter to the victim and her uncle and they informed the Judge that

they will not proceed the case anymore. It was difficult and risky to award verdict

against the accused in absence of vital witnesses. Batter, the victim can get five

lacs taka for her future security. In this way, the rapists escape punishment.
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Case Study-2

An 18 years old girl was kept in safe custody due to a kidnapping case. She   has

submitted a petition of self-custody. On the other hand, her father claimed custody.

When she was asked by the court she burst into tears and wanted her father’s

custody. The fact was she having a good academic result in SSC and HSC from

Rajuk Uttara Modle College, fell in love with a man over mobile phone. She got

married the man and found that he is a father of three children. Being informed, her

brother filed a case against the man in Dhaka. Then the man; the husband of the

girl kidnapped the girl from while she was going for an admission test. Her father

filed a case. The accused husband brought the girl to the court and threatened her

to give statement in his favour. Accordingly, she did it and submitted a petition for

self-custody. Actually, her lawyer was working in favour of the accused husband

keeping the court in dark.  She was handed over to her father. Sometimes the

existing laws oppressed women. There is a vast difference between wanting justice

and receiving it.

Case Study-3

A case  has presented for trial under section 11(ga)/ 30 of Nari-o-Shishu Nirjaton

Domon  Ain, 2000. For assaulting by husband demand of dowry. The punishment

of this kind of case is up to three years. Though these type of cases are not

compoundable, however, approximately 80% case disposed on compromise. The

fact of the case was that when the complainant was a student of Eden College she

married the accused man. Her father did not accept their marriage. She gave birth a

son. Her husband was a drug addict person and he used to beat her for demand of

dowry but she denied to give any dowry.  She started to reside in the college
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dormitory under her father’s supervision. In the mean time, the accused husband

succeeded to meet her and emotionally blackmailed her and took her to an empty

house and inject drugs to her and raped her with his friends. The accused husband

videoed the rape scenes. Three days later, the accused brought the girl to the bus

stand and demanded ten lacs taka otherwise he will release the video to the market.

Her father took her to the doctor and the police. The police said, “the matter is very

shameful ad your honour will be tainted”. The case was filed based on what the

police deemed to right. The local elites pressurized upon them for compromise.

Ultimately the accused husband released the video scene in the local market.  In

such a variety of way our women are oppressed by the society specially by the

men.
